community, but unplanned and unfocussed development can lead to inefficiencies and urban sprawl
By focusing development in areas that can absorb growth effigiecsts can be minimized, service
delivery streamlinegand existing facilities used effectively.

The earlier company town of Union was built in 1888 by coal baron, Robert Dunsmuir and Union Camp
in 1889 The town of Cumberland was built further east in 1888any residents of Union moved into
Cumberland, leaving Union tbe various ethnic communitiesCumberland was named after the county

in England, known for its coal mining and beautiful lake counthe two towns were amalgamated in

1967. Many of the Unia Camp houses still remain on Camp Road, nowadays officially called Dunsmuir
Avenue Some homes in the black and Japanese sections of Union are still lived in to the west of
Cumberland.

Cumberland endured devastating mine explosions, two world warsitet labour disputesbut
remained an active coal mining town until 1968s the coal industry declined, the local population
decreased However, in the past 20 years Cumberland has celebrated its history and is gradually
transforming into a tourist agh recreation destination and safe familyiented community where
people choose to live.

A number of heritage commercial, institutional and residential buildings along with mining artifacts
dating back to the coal mining era remain within the VillagbeVillage has already designated the
Municipal, Japanese and Chinese Cemeteries as heritage resources, along with the former Post
Office/Customs Office located at 2739 Dunsmuir Avenue and the Memorial Arch (Built 1921) in front of

is combined with policies toward existing infrastructure that looks to continual and cost effective
improvement of the current network of services and utilities

5.5.1.2 Solid Waste Management
